Alternatively, form the superlative
adjective by adding -eiwmui (-eiiwan, -eiwoe, -erwme) to the stem. -anwmn if the stem ends inr, K, or x. Ex.

When there remains less than half an hour till the beginning of a certain hour:
6e3 + the number of minutes remained + MuHyTbI/MUHYT + the hour that will come.

« If the number of minutes remained is 1 or 21, use singular genitive ogHON + MUHYTHI.

. Instead of 15 minutes use the word 4yeTBepTn.

. Otherwise, use the plural genitive form of the numeral + MyUHyT.

- To name the hour that will come, say the word yac for 1 hour and correspondent cardinal numbers alone for
others, namely oBa, Tpu, 4eTbipe, etc.

When there passed less than half an hour since the beginning of a new hour:
the number of minutes passed + MnHyTa/MUHYTbI/MUHYT + the next hour.

- For the number of minutes passed, use a cardinal number in the nominative.

- Instead of 30 minutes use the word nonosuHa.

. Instead of 15 minutes use the word yeTBepTb.

. To name the next hour, say nepsoro for 1 hour, BToporo for 2 hours, Tpetbero for 3 hours, yeTsépToro for 4
hours, naTtoro for 5 hours, etc.

Ex: pBaguath ABe MUHYTLI AeBATOrO (8:22); nonosumHa gecAtoro (9:30); yeTBepTb AecAToro (9:15)
